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INTRODUCTION

1.1 PRrRoOJECT BACKGROUND

This project began following the Monroe Parks and Recreation Master Plan, which was completed in April
2016. During the public input of that project, Monroe residents showed strong support for improvements to
existing parks, including Community Park. The City of Monroe engaged the services of Brandstetter Carroll
Inc. to develop a master plan for the park to ensure that it continues to meet the needs of the community.

1.2 ScopPe oF THE PLAN

The master planning process had three phases: site analysis, public input, and recommendations. The details
of each phase are described below.

1.2.1 Site Analysis

The site analysis phase of this master plan process provided a summary of existing conditions at the site and
opportunities for the future. This process began with a site visit fo assess the conditions of the property and
evaluate potential locations for the proposed features. This data was then used to prepare a map outlining
Opportunities and Constraints to development at the park.

1.2.2 Public Input
This public input consisted of the following elements:

= Pyblic Meeting
Web-Based and Handout Survey
= Steering Committee

The public engagement process was essential to identify the needs and preferences of Monroe residents and
potential park users, and the findings were integral to the recommendations of this master plan.

1.2.3 Master Plan and Recommendations

The results of the site analysis and the public input were utilized to develop alternative concepts, followed
by a preliminary master plan that was presented to the Steering Committee, the Park Board, and finally the
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City Council. The master plan shows the proposed features and their orientation throughout the site. The
recommendations also included detailed descriptions of the proposed features and a cost estimate for the
improvements presented in the master plan.

1.2.4 Master Plan Report

A draft of the Community Park Master Plan was delivered to the City of Monroe in May 2018. The
recommendations were presented to City Council on May 8, 2018, and the final Master Plan report was
delivered to the city in June.
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2.1 INTRODUCTION

The site analysis phase of this master plan process provides a summary of existing conditions at the site and
opportunities for future development. Because this is an active park, most of the site has existing facilities and
many of the developed areas will be left unchanged. The emphasis of this master plan is to add desirable
features to the park while avoiding or minimizing disruption to existing facilities.

2.2 OPPORTUNITIES AND CONSTRAINTS

The information from a site visit was used to prepare a map outlining Opportunities and Constraints. This map
(Figure 2.1) separates the park into five development areas:

= Site Entry Area

= Playground and Picnic Area

= Diamond Field Areas

= Woodland Areas

= Parking Areas
These areas represent locations for uses of a similar theme or level of impact. Characteristics of the areas and

their development potential are described in the figure. The recommendations in Chapter 4 identify specific
features and their locations based on public engagement and input from city staff.

2.2.1 Site Entry Area

The Site Entry Area (yellow) offers the most potential to develop additional recreation facilities at Community
Park, since it is a relatively flat and not wooded. This area is currently underutilized and is primarily used for
overflow parking. Its location near the entrance to the park will provide easy access to any future features.

2.2.2 Playground and Picnic Area

The Playground and Picnic Area (blue) represents an existing area that houses these facilities. This area has
some limitations due to poor drainage and limited access from parking. In some cases, features have been
replaced but the old items have been left in place and need to be removed.
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2.2.3 Diamond Field Areas

These areas (red) are currently used as diamond fields or relatively level areas contiguous fo those fields. In
general, these areas indicate the limitation of the space that should be used by any arrangement of fields
aft this park.

2.2.4 Woodland Area

The Woodland Area (green) represents the largest amount of space at the park but has limited development
potential because it is characterized by steep terrain. Only disc golf is currently located in these areas, but
potential exists for a nature frail and connections to adjacent neighborhoods. These developments will have
to carefully consider impact to the existing disc golf course. Many of the drainage problems in this park begin
within these areas. The stream bed in the southeastern portion of the site is heavily eroded and has begun to
undermine the adjacent frail.

2.2.5 Parking Areas

These areas identify current and future parking locations at the park. Proposed amenities at the park will
increase the demand for parking which is already insufficient for existing facilities.

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PUBLIC INPUT

3.1 INTRODUCTION

This chapter summarizes the public input gathered throughout the planning process, including the following
elements:

1. Public Meeting
2. Web-Based and Handout Survey
3. Steering Committee

The public engagement process is essential to identify the needs and preferences of Monroe residents and
potential park users. These findings are infegral to the recommendations of this master plan.

3.2 PusLic WORKSHOP

The City of Monroe conducted a public workshop (open
house format) on November 6, 2017 at Monroe City Hall to
infroduce the project to the public and to solicit feedback
from the community regarding the future of Community
Park. This meeting also invited aftendees to provide input
about Baker Park, Monroe Bicentennial Commons, and the
Great Miami River Trail.

3.2.1 Format

Upon arrival, aftendees were asked o sign in and were then
given a dof fo place on a map to indicate where they live.
This map (Figure 3.1) shows the distribution of the meeting
aftendees. The map indicates that the attendees were
generally well-distributed throughout Monroe.

The meeting allowed participants to visit separate stations in order to provide their input on the three parks
and to learn more about the planning process. At the Community Park station, participants were asked,
“"What makes Community Park greate” and “What would make it betterg” A full list of comments can be
found in Appendix A.

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3.2.2 Public Workshop Summary

Residents indicated that the trees at Community Park make it great, and the following list summarizes
comments about what would make Community Park better as well as issues participants noted about the
current condition of the park:

= Lights on field #1

= Old entrance driveway use (Main Street)

= Expanded parking

= Clover leaf complex with lighting

= Afleast one field at regulation size 300'-350’

= Nafture frails — need signage with warnings for both walkers and disc golfers

= Frosion on disc golf course

= Drainage issues throughout entire park

= Sprayground, playground for ages 5-12 years old with climbing structure

= Paved path from Bridle Creek

= Bleachers by ballfields with shade structures

3.3 PusLic OPINION SURVEY

The following pages summarize the findings of the web and handout survey. The survey was completed by
493 individuals, about 60% of which were Monroe residents. The full results with all response options can be
found in Appendix B.

3.3.1 Vision for Community Park

Survey respondents previewed the concept plan from the Parks and Recreation Master Plan and were asked
if the amenities proposed matched their vision for Community Park. The results (Figure 3.2) indicate that most
respondents (84%) indicated that the concept matched their vision for the park.

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If the concept did not match their needs for Community Park, respondents were invited to indicate what was
missing. The following items were the most common responses (# of comments):

Disc Golf (15)
Pool (13)

Trails (12)
Playgrounds (7)
Dog Park (4)

Trails and playgrounds were both included in the figure, so residents were likely reiterating their support for
those features. Disc golf is already available at Community Park, and respondents wanted to ensure that it
remains. A dog park isrecommended at Baker Park, and the city does not own a suitable property for a pool.

3.3.2 Most Important Features

Respondents were then asked to select the two features they would most like to see added to the park. Figure
3.3 shows the results of this question. Of the options provided, a perimeter trail ranked first with 43%, followed
by a sprayground at 31% and playgrounds improvements at 28%. “Other” received the highest percentage
overall with more than 75% of other comments requesting disc golf, which was not included in the concept
because it already exists in the park.

Disc golf was requested at all three parks (Community, Baker, and Bicentennial) in the survey and is
recommended to be added at Baker Park. After disc golf, the following items received the largest number
of comments:

Pool (9)

Parking (7)

Trails (6)

Neighborhood Connections (4)

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3.4 STEERING COMMITTEE

Input was also gathered from a steering committee of community leaders and stakeholders at two meetings.
The first meeting infroduced the project, plus the Baker Park and Monroe Bicentennial Commons Master Plans
in progress concurrently, and included a visit to Monroe Bicentennial Commons to get an understanding of
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the current conditions of the site. The second meeting consisted of a presentation of a Preliminary Master Plan
for Community Park with examples of potential features.

At the end of the second meeting, the steering committee voted to support the concept presented in the
Preliminary Master Plan and refer it to the Park Board and ultimately to City Council for approval. A summary
of steering committee feedback can be found in Appendix A.

3.5 ConcLusioN

The public input reaffirms strong support for improvements indicated in the concept plan. Residents and
visitors seem to prefer activities for families and expansion of the diamond field complex at this park. Input
also strongly indicated a need for additional parking and a desire to preserve the disc golf course.

PUBLIC INPUT 11
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RECOMMENDATIONS

4.1 INTRODUCTION

This chapter presents the Master Plan for Community Park, which shows the proposed features and
arrangement at the park. The recommendations also include descriptions of the proposed features and a
cost estimate for development.

4.2 MASTER PLAN

The site Master Plan for Community Park is presented in Figure 4.1. This map shows the proposed features
for the park as well as their locations and orientation. Feedback from the public engagement process was
used to reaffirm the features indicated in the concept plan from the Parks and Recreation Master Plan. The
concept plan was prepared in response to public input from that plan. The areas outlined in the Opportunities
and Constraints map, presented in Chapter 2, were also used to determine the location and orientation of
features. The proposed features at Community Park are described in detail in the remainder of this chapter.

4.3 SPRAYGROUND

A sprayground is recommended fo be located in the site entry area near Main Street. This feature was
requested during the Parks and Recreation Master Plan and has become more important since the privately-
operated Monroe Swim Club closed, leaving residents with no publicly accessible aquatic facilities. This
feature was the second most requested improvement in the web/handout survey (see Chapter 3).
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The location near the enfrance to the park was chosen for several reasons. First, this land is currently open, so
the facility could be developed independent of other facilities at the park. The other potential locations, near
the playground or south of the main parking area (north of the 175" field on the map), would be dependent
on redevelopment of other feafures on the site before a sprayground could be added. This location is also
easily accessible from Main Street and visible from the road.

The pictures below indicate the types of features that might be included at a sprayground in Community Park.
The picture on the left shows interactive features that children can use to direct the water at the sprayground.
The middle picture shows how various elements can be incorporated into the facility, and the picture on the
right shows different types of jets and sprays. A picnic shelter and restroom building are also recommended
in this portion of the park.

4.4 PLAYGROUND

The main playground area at Community Parkis located north of the largest parking lot. Playground equipment
has been added over time, but the old equipment has not been removed. As a result, much of this portion of
the park is covered by various pieces of equipment, but the variety of amenities is not what would be
expected for a premier park like Community Park. To best serve the community, a new playground should be
developed to provide greater play value to children in Monroe. This playground should offer universal access
with poured-in-place surfacing to ensure that it serves the entire community. Some examples of large modern
playgrounds are provided below.

4.5 Outpoor FITNESS EQUIPMENT

The consolidation of playground equipment will provide room for the addition of outdoor fitness equipment
in this portion of the site. Modern outdoor fitness equipment provides similar experiences to equipment that
would be found at an indoor fitness center. As a result, users can more easily determine how to use the
equipment. For example, the picture on the left below shows a park visitor using an outdoor elliptical machine.
Many of these pieces of equipment are accessible (below center), providing opportunities for all users. This
equipment is oftfen placed along trails but can also be located in a single, central location. At Community
Park, it isrecommended that the equipment be located in one location near the playground to allow parents

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to potentially use the equipment while their children play on the adjacent playground and fo provide a
gathering space for active community residents.

4.6 DiamonD FieLbs AND COMPLEX

Six diamond fields are currently located in the central area of Community Park. The Monroe Sports Association
(MSA) manages softball and baseball leagues that use these fields. Their participation has been growing,
and the fields at Community Park need some improvement to continue to meet their needs. According to a
stakeholder group with the MSA, they indicated needs for the following fields:

= One (1) 300’ orlarger fields (325’ preferred)

= Four (4) 200’ or larger fields (225’ recommended for tournaments)
= One (1) 175’ field

= Two (2) 100" fields

The Master Plan indicates locations for all of the requested fields, including the larger requested dimensions.
The orientation of the fields, including the four-field complex (see below left) will be optimal for hosting
tournaments. This arrangement is much improved from the existing field layout where the eastern fields are
very close to the park road, and some of the fields have problems with drainage. In order to offer an optimal
experience for spectators, the fields should have covered seating (below center) and a centrally located
concessions and restrooms building (below right). The existing concessions/restrooms building may continue
to serve the fields on that side of the park but is too far from the proposed four-field complex. The proposed
fields complex increases the number of fields from six (6) to eight (8) and will require some site grading,
particularly of the hillside along the south edge of the park.

4.7 TrAILS

A %-mile Perimeter Trail (10-feet wide) is recommended to encircle the active portion of the park, including
the playground and fields areas. A perimeter trail was the most requested improvement aft this park through
the public input. This trail should be usable by multiple modes of fransportation, including pedestrian, bicycle,
roller skates, and more. This frail will also provide primary access to many of the facilities throughout the park
and should include paved connections to the Bridle Creek Neighborhood to the southeast of the park and to
Lebanon Street to the north. An additional woodland frail (approximately 0.4 miles) is recommended along
the outer edge of the park as requested by public input, but coordination will be required to avoid conflict
with the existing disc golf course. This trail may need to be narrower than the main perimeter trail due to the
steep terrain in the area and limited to slower modes of fransportation.

4.8 PARKING AREAS

Parking at Community Park is insufficient for existing facilities, especially when the fields are in use. The
recommended improvements outlined in the Master Plan will increase the demand for parking spaces.
Accordingly, the plan recommends a significant expansion of parking at the park. The existing parking
areas currently offer 226 spaces. The Master Plan indicates a total of 466 spaces, an increase of 240. Most
of the additional parking is created by expanding the main parking lot and through the development of an
additional large lot on the west side of the park, near the proposed sprayground.
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4.9 Cost ESTIMATE

A preliminary estimate of probable costs can be seen in Table 4.1. This estimate includes the costs for the
improvements as outlined in this chapter. General costs and items not included in one of these areas are
listed at the end of the table.

March 14, 2018

Keith Rodenhauser and Mark Horman provided a presentation of the Preliminary Master Plans for
these three sites. We went through the opportunities and constraints of each of these sites and
then provided a discussion in the Site Plans as well as some images of the facilities that would be
developed within each of the parks. Some of the discussion items included the following:

1. Parts of the Belle of LeSourdsville River Boat are sfill at the site, but they are afraid to move
anything because it could fall apart.

2. The naming rights to some of the sites is a possibility for fundraising.

3. AfRoute 73 and the Great Miami River, Metro Parks Butler County has a canoe/kayak launch
site. This is about five miles upstream. The representative was concerned that it would be
difficult for people coming from that location to get out where we show the canoe launch
site, so they would have to paddle upstream in Gregory Creek. He suggested trying fo put the
launch on the main body of the river.

4. There was discussion that this type of a site would need staffing, such as Naturalists, a Park
Overseer, Programming Staff, etc. Volunteers could provide some of these activities, but a
dedicated staff should be involved, and this is to be discussed in the Master Plan.

5. A% income taxisin place and some of those funds are designated for Parks and Recreation
and Monroe's Bicentennial Park.

6. A Metro Parks of Butler County representative indicated that there may be some confusion
because there is a Bicentennial Commons Park in Middletown, which is five miles away.

7. 1t was also suggested that a Feasibility Study be prepared for potential methods of revenue
generation. Some of the items potential methods include bike rentals, tournaments, an
amphitheater, boat rentals, etc.

8. It was also suggested to possibly co-locate the playground and sprayground areas to one
family friendly area.

9. The Steering Committee voted in favor of presenting this plan to the Parks Board and City
Council for approval.

Following the meeting, it was noted that we need to schedule the Park Board Meeting and the
City Council Meeting. It was eventually decided that Dan Arthur will provide an update to the
Parks Board atf their meeting next Tuesday, and we would present to Council on May 8, 2018. There
will be an interim Park Board Meeting as well, on April 11, 2018, where we will need to present
preliminary plans. When this is presented fo the Council, it should be limited to about 15 minutes
and also shortened for the Park Board as well. Information from this meeting will be provided to
the City so they can send it in advance to the Parks Board and the City Council.
